Reportster Tutorial -  Access-ADO Version

This version requires the following from Sheridan 

Sheridan Active Threed plus 

Sheridan active toolbars plus 

Sheridan Data widgets version 3.12 

Sheridan calendar widgets version 1.09 

To test a sample project, put all of the files from the ACC_ADO folder into a new folder on your fixed disk.  Make sure that 

FCOLOR1.BMP, FCOLOR2.BMP….FCOLOR15.BMP

BCOLOR1.BMP, BCOLOR2.BMP….BCOLOR15.BMP

are in the same directory as your MDB (SAMPLE.MDB).  The application uses these files if you change the forecolor/background color of a field/text on the report.  In this example, I have copied everything to C:\REPTEST.  If you copy these files from the CD, then you need to change the read-only attribute by typing  attrib -r *.*, as shown below:

Before starting, use Explore to rename SAMPLE.MDB so that it is all upper case.  

In VB6, open the existing project,   RPT_ADO 
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The Project Explorer [Ctrl+R] is shown below:
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Go to [Project] [References] and unclick Microsoft ActiveX Data Objects 2.1, and click instead Microsoft ActiveX Data Objects 2.0 (this is because the form wizard, which we use to create the screen to update the database does not work for 2.1.)   

Also, if you choose to use another database, other than SAMPLE.MDB, which is provided, then it must be ACCESS97 or earlier... again, because the VB Form Wizard is not up to date.

Our first step is to create a data file maintenance form for the sample database.  Select [Project] [Add Form] . Click Form Wizard. 
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Select Database format = Access
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Scroll to the appropriate folder, and select Sample.mdb.
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Select Form Layout    = Single Record  and Binding Type = ADO Data Control
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Then, select Record Source = StockCode Table 
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And add all fields to the form.
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Select Available Controls = All
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Click Finish and frmStockCodeTable will be created.
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Press [F4] for properties, and change MDIChild to True
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Close frmStockCodeTable
On the Project Explorer, click frmMainMenu  (click Ctrl-R to bring up the project explorer)
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Click the Code button [image: image16.bmp]  in the upper left of the Project explorer, and display code for 

General__MainMenuClick 
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Scroll down to..

Select Case Index

Case 0

View.Listitems.add “1”, “Menu1a”, “Sub A Menu 1”, 1, 1
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And change to:

View.ListItems.add “1”, “Menu1a”, “Stock Code Maintenance”, 1, 1
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Delete or comment out the lines to add “Sub B Menu 1” and “Sub C Menu 1” and all off Case 1, 2, and 3.  Since for our sample we only want one main menu item.

While still in frmMainMenu, open LoadReports Code
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Scroll down to:

View.ListItems.Add View.ListItems.Count + 1, “Rpt1”, “Menu 1”,  54, 54

Change to:

View.ListItems.Add View.ListItems.Count + 1, “Rpt1”, “Stock Reports”,  54, 54
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Delete or comment out the lines for Menu 2, 3, and 4.
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Scroll down to:

Select Case Trim$(“” & snapRpts(“PrintRights”))

Case “Users with View Menu 1 Rights”

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Change to:

Case “Users with View Stock Rights”

And delete Menu 2, 3, and 4
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Scroll Down to:

Select case Trim$(“” & snapRpts(“Category”))

Case “Menu 1”, “Menu 2”, “Menu 3”, “Menu 4”

Change to:

Case “Stock”
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When examining the above code you may notice the use of a array boolUserRights(##).  This is an array 1 to 60 of booleans that tells whether or not the individual user has access to which program options.  The array is loaded right after the user logs into the system in a function in mdlData.GetUserRights.  This sample assumes that you are not using any restrictions.  If you are you will have to customize which indexes of boolUserRights() goes with which program option throughout the program.  Or handle security as you see fit.

In the left listbox, click  “View”  to open View__ItemClick routine.
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Scroll down to:

Select Case Item.Key

Case “menu1a”
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Under Case "Menu1a" , insert Code as follows:

frmStockCodeTable.Show

frmStockCodeTable.SetFocus 
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Close Code Window, and click the form button   [image: image29.bmp]  to display the form.
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Click the [Menu2] button, and press [Delete].  Repeat for the [Menu 3], and [Menu 4] buttons. 

Click the [Menu 1] button, press [F4] for properties, and change the caption from “Menu 1” to “Stock”.

Close frmMainMenu.

On the Project Explorer, click frmEditReport and click the display code button.

Open Form__Activate
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Change

cmbData.AddItem “Menu 1”

To:

Delete Menu 2, 3, and 4
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Change:

Open frmDataFields and display code.

Open Form__Activate
Scroll Down to:

Selection$ = “[Table] = ‘Stock Code Table’”

Delete or comment out the code for Menu 2, 3, and 4
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Close  Form__Activate 

Close frmDataFields

Open code for  mdlData.Declarations, and scroll to Global Const DefaultDatabase$ =:
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There are constants defined for the name of your applications database.  It is already set to SAMPLE.MDB, so you do not have to change it for our sample, but if you are attempting this sample with something other than SAMPLE.MDB then you will need to change this constant.

Global Const DefaultDatabase$ = “SAMPLE.MDB”

Close mdlData

Open  frmListReports and click the code button.
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If you take a look at the code in General__Populategrid you will see series of code for hard coding some of your application's standard reports.  You could comment this code out since our sample isn’t going to have any standard reports, but it is not necessary.

Change:

Selection$ = “[Category] = ‘Menu 1’”

To:

Selection$ = “[Category] = ‘Stock’”

If you add any standard reports to the application you will have to edit cmdPreview_Click and cmdPrint_Click to accommodate your standard reports

Close frmListReports

Run the sample application saving your work.  The system may prompt you for the location of your database.  This is for compatibility with distributed applications.  If it does, then enter the path.  The path will be saved in the system registry so unless you move the database, it won’t prompt you again.  If you can’t seem to get the application to find the database, check the case to make sure that it matches the case specified in mdlData.Declarations for the constant DefaultDatabase$

If you click the [Stock] button, you will bring up the file maintenance screen, and can scroll through the file and make changes.
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Now, press the [Reports] button, click [Stock Reports] in the upper left, then click [Add].
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Select type data, category, etc., as shown below.  Change the location if your location is different.
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Press [Save], then press [Create/Edit Script].  Reportster will notice that your field definitions have not been set up, and will step you through the process.   This is a one-time process...your users will not have to do this.  (If the wizard does not fire up, then press the insert data button [image: image44.bmp] ) 

The information gathered here is stored in REPORT.MDB, which you must distribute with your application.
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Reply Yes.
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Click [Next].

On the screen below, reply [Yes] for this field, as well as all of the other fields.
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Reply [Yes] below.
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Leave the mask blank for alpha fields.
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Put in a length of 9 for account number, 15 for stock code, and 30 for stock code description.
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Reply [No] to create formulas.
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Follow the same procedures for the rest of the fields in the file.  On the quantity field, you should change the mask to eliminate the two decimal digits, as shown below:
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At this point, the report building grid will appear.
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Move the cursor over the buttons across the top to see what each button does.  Button functions are shown below:
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Delete Text
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Click [Insert data] and click the plus mark to the left of Stock Code Table.  This opens up the tree to display the fields.  As you click a field, it will appear on the grid.  Click done when you have added all of the fields that you want.  Then, you can drag and drop the fields to the desired position on the report.
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Now, click the insert text button. [image: image88.bmp]
Click New, type “Sample Report”, click page heading, and click [add]. 

Click New, type “Stock Number”, click page heading, and click [add].

Click New, type “Description”, click page heading, and click [add].

Click New, type “On Hand”, click page heading, and click [add].

Click New, type “Cost”, click page heading, and click [add].
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Click [Exit]

Drag and Drop each data field to the 6th line on the grid, rearranging on hand and cost, as shown.
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Drag and Drop the text, positioning as shown below.  At present, you have to leave at least one blank space between the column heading and the data, as shown.
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Click insert data field [image: image92.bmp], open the [date-time-page] table, and click Date (Month, dd, yyyy).  Also, click Page #.
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Click Done

Move Date to upper left, and page # to upper right, as shown.

Click the Quantity On Hand data field and click Align Right; [image: image95.bmp] 

Repeat for the Cost data field.

Click the Stock Code Description data field, then click the sort button [image: image96.bmp].  

Click primary sort, and click [Done].

Click Save As, [image: image97.bmp] and save the report as sample1.rep.

Due to a problem in the Microsoft RTF control, the tabs don’t work correctly on the screen display, but they will work when printed.  If you want this to line up in the screen display, change the font on each data field to courier new by clicking the field, and selecting the drop down that shows "Times New Roman" below.  Click print preview  [image: image98.bmp] to display the report on screen.
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Click the [X] in the upper right to close, and then click the [Print] button. [image: image100.bmp]
Exit from the program entirely, then Run it again.  Click Reports, Stock Reports, highlight Sample Report, and click [Edit].
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Click [Find Script File] 
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and highlight sample1.rep.
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The report should now be displayed on the grid, so that you can either modify it or print it again.

Trouble Shooting.

1.  Make sure you have renamed  SAMPLE.MDB with all uppercase letters.

2.  Make sure you used Microsoft AciveX Data Objects version 2.0 instead of 2.1.

3.  Review the code that you installed.  For example, the table name is Stock Code Table, with spaces between each word.

4.  If you build this project more than once, you should use regedit to delete the references to sample.mdb in the system registry.
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
